Masterson, opposite award-winning leading lady Annie Aitken as Sarah Brown.  

Also busy with preparations for the show is beloved song-and-dance man Bobby Fox as the resourceful 
Nathan Detroit, star of stage and screen Angelina Thomson as Miss Adelaide, and star 
of Hamilton Jason Arrow as Nicely-Nicely Johnson. 

Director Shaun Rennie says that there’s been a whirlwind of activity, with cast learning all-new 
choreography by Kelley Abbey and perfecting new orchestrations by Guy Simpson, of the classic Frank 
Loesser score.
